ABOUT THE COLLEGE

Sri Guru Tegh Bahadur Khalsa College, established in 1951, is a prestigious institution under
the University of Delhi, managed by the Delhi Sikh Gurdwara Management Committee.
Initially founded to provide education to Punjabi refugees post-partition, the college began in
Dev Nagar, New Delhi, and moved to its current campus in University Enclave in 1971. The
campus was inaugurated by Smt. Indira Gandhi in 1973. Rooted in the legacy of Sri Guru Tegh
Bahadur Sahib, the college’s value system is defined by secularism, human rights, and the mar-
Jjeevda ideal of fearless, principled living.

The college offers 19 undergraduate and 14 postgraduate programs across Humanities,
Commerce, and Sciences. It has evolved significantly, with the introduction of postgraduate
courses and various certificate programs in foreign and Indian languages. The college also
provides undergraduate and postgraduate diplomas, including a unique Postgraduate Diploma
in Forensic Science. In alignment with the National Education Policy 2020, the college offers
flexible subject combinations, Skill Enhancement Courses and Value Addition Courses (SEC
and VAC). Presently, we have on the rolls 2670 students.

Academic excellence is supported by state-of-the-art laboratories in Zoology, Botany,
Chemistry, Physics, Electronics, and Computer Science, along with a botanical garden for
research. The Mata Gujri Library, with over 1,45,300 books, digital resources, and access to
national and international journals, supports scholarly pursuits. The Guru Angad Dev Malaviya
Mission Teacher Training Centre offers various faculty development programs and MOOCs.

The college also boasts a national-level sports complex and hosts annual tournaments, such as
the Sahibzada Zorawar Singh & Sahibzada Fateh Singh T-20 Cricket Tournament and the Baba
Deep Singh Hockey & Basketball Tournaments (both men’s and women’s, with floodlight
facilities). These events attract state, national, and international-level players. The Sports quota
admissions in our college are available in the following 9 games: Cricket, Hockey, Handball,
Basketball, Baseball, Volleyball, Athletics, Tennis, and Badminton. Other in-college sports
events, including 'Khelutsav,' Yoga Day, and various year-round tournaments, further enrich
the sports culture.

The on-campus girls’ hostel, with 147 beds and modern amenities, provides a comfortable
living environment for students. The Master Tara Singh Auditorium, a hub for cultural and
academic events, hosts over fifteen academic societies, ten co-curricular societies, and thirteen
arts and cultural societies, including the vibrant annual "Lashkara" festival, which celebrates
the college’s rich cultural life. The college adheres to University of Delhi regulations and
promotes a dynamic academic atmosphere.

The UGC-Malaviya Mission Teacher Training Centre (UGC-MMTTC) at SGTB Khalsa
College, University of Delhi, is a premier national centre under the Ministry of Education,
recognized for its outstanding contribution to teacher training and its leadership in
implementing NEP-2020, having conducted over 50 events in 2024-25, benefitting 8,329
participants nationwide.



During this academic session, the college saw 55 teaching faculty promotions and one non-
teaching promotion. Academic distinction was marked by five major externally funded
research projects—supported by UGC, ANRF, DRDO, and the University of Delhi—totalling
%1.54 crore, along with patents awarded to the Departments of Computer Science and Zoology.
Faculty contributions included numerous publications in reputed national and international
journals, books, and edited volumes. Across departments, faculty members presented papers,
served as resource persons, keynote speakers, and were recognized as executive members,
subject experts, and research supervisors on prominent academic platforms. Several faculty
members of the college have received prestigious recognitions and appointments at national
and international levels for their outstanding contributions in their respective fields,
showcasing the institution’s commitment to academic excellence, leadership, and cultural
promotion. During the academic session, 17 Academic Societies and 39 ECA Societies were
actively coordinated by the faculty, fostering a vibrant co-curricular environment. The college
hosted a series of distinguished lectures, seminars, conferences, and workshops, graced by
eminent speakers and guests, enriching the academic discourse.

The institution’s strong commitment to social responsibility was reflected in a wide range of
outreach initiatives conducted under the Viksit Bharat Programme, NSS, NCC, the Viksit
Bharat Ambassador Club, and the Connecting Dreams Foundation Society. Notably, the UGC-
MMTTC conducted 610 programmes, engaging 1,15,501 participants, and ranked first among
144 centres nationwide in both the number of programmes conducted and total beneficiaries
reached.

The college secured top positions in Inter-College Competitions 2024 organized by the Delhi
University Sports Council and other open tournaments. Highlights include 4 gold medals in
athletics, standout performances in badminton at national and international levels, and
basketball representation at the North Zone and Khelo India National Games. Notable
achievements were also recorded in cricket, handball, and judo. The successful conduct of the
11th Sahibzada Zorawar Singh and Sahibzada Fateh Singh Floodlight T20 Tournament
reaffirmed the college’s strong commitment to promoting sportsmanship.

The unwavering contributions of 138 dedicated faculty members and 111 committed non-
teaching staff reflect the institution’s enduring pursuit of academic excellence, cultural vitality,
and intellectual growth.

MATA GUJRI LIBRARY

The College Library is a well-stocked facility with a collection of more than 1,45,300 books
and titles across various disciplines, along with 7 Indian journals, 28 magazines, and 27
newspapers. It holds institutional membership with the UGC-NLIST program. It is connected
to the Delhi University wide-area campus networking system and provides users access to
electronic resources through the Delhi University Library System (DULS) and the UGC-
INFONET Consortium. Students automatically become members of the library upon admission
to the College. It maintains an excellent collection of textbooks, general books, and reference
materials to support the academic requirements of both students and faculty members. It caters
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to the needs of undergraduate and postgraduate students, supporting their research and learning
activities. The services are fully automated. The annual general budget allocated for books was
%13,65,000 (Rupees Thirteen Lakh Sixty-Five Thousand only) this year. The library also
houses a separate section with 8,000 classics and reference books on Sikh studies. Additionally,
approximately 2,000 books across various subjects are added to the collection each year.

The library is fully computerized, with all books bar-coded and easily accessible through the
Online Public Access Catalogue (OPAC). A gate security system and 32 CCTV cameras ensure
constant monitoring. It also preserves all editions of the college magazine The Tegh, with the
first edition published in 1953. The three-floor library houses the circulation counter, OPAC,
processing section, and stacks on the ground floor; textbooks, reference books, periodicals, and
a teachers' reading room on the first floor; and a 200-seat reading hall with an LCD projector
for orientation and training on the second floor. A separate room has been allotted on the
ground floor of the library for PWD students. The library has subscription to LEX software
from University of Delhi which allows PWD students to convert e-books to PDF and download
them to be used as study material.

Workshops and Training Programmes
e Library Orientation: Conducted at the start of each academic session to familiarize
students with the library’s resources and services.
e N-LIST Training: Held twice weekly to train students in using e-resources and gather
feedback.
o Internship Programme: Library Science students undergo one-month training across all
library sections.

e Question Bank and Syllabus: Previous years' question papers and syllabi are available
for reference and photocopying.

SRI GURU HAR RAI BOTANICAL GARDEN

The Guru Har Rai Botanical Garden of the college is flourishing with a variety of plant species.
Some of the important medicinal plants growing in the garden include Ashwagandha, Kala
Bansa, Neem, Aloe vera, Patthar chatta, Shatavari, varieties of Tulasi etc. To add more varieties
of Tulasi to the garden, the event “Ek Kadam Arogyata ki ore” was organized by Department
of Botany which was followed by planting the nursery beds in the garden with Tulasi varieties
like shyama Tulasi and long Tulasi by Principal Sir, Guest speakers and Faculty members on
10.09.2025. In collaboration with NSS, SGTB Khalsa College, a project on Compost making
is currently going on in the botanical garden. The flora of garden is added up by plant species
Crotalaria juncea (Sun Hemp), Cotton, Cajanus cajan (Arhar) and other species required for
botanical practical such as Coriander, Spinach, Fenugreek, Fennel, Salvia, Wheat etc. The
rockery of the garden was maintained and participated in the “Annual Flower Show” of
University of Delhi, 2025. A team of 75 students of B.A.M.S second year from Shree
Saptashrungi Ayurved Mahavidyalaya & Hospital, Nashik enthusiastically visited the
Botanical Garden in March, 2025 along with 3 faculty members to study medicinal plants
growing in the garden.
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
