Review of. ThelCreatDeraifeme nufalthors Amitay Ghosh; Penguin, Allen Lanc ©
20165275 pgs. )

It is a little too late in the day to point fingers at those who are responsible for
ushering in the era of Climate Change. We are all implicated in this irreversible
process of destruction. Climate Change stares at all of us as the sternest indictment
of modern humanity's grand narratives of progress, as surely as the great tragedies
in literature have instructed us to discern hubris in the suffering of noble
individuals. But ironically, even as the scientific discourse on Climate Change
establishes it daily as the single most alarming fact threatening the continuity of life
on our planet, our nets of cultural awareness remain oblivious to this process. This
is why Amitav Ghosh's eloquent appeal, in form of his latest book The Great
Derangement (published by Penguin, Allen Lane last year), acquires an urgency that
cannothe ignored.

It will be reductive to describe The Great Derangement as merely a book about
Climate Change. Its 275 pages pithily encapsulate a critical history of desires and
dreams shaped by industrial modernity and the “peculiar” reticence, against
environmental damage, that characterizes our literature, art, cinema and
advertising. For, as Ghosh writes at the outset, "Culture generates desires - for
vehicles and appliances, for certain kinds of gardens and dwellings - thatare among
the principal drivers of our carbon economy” The book, then, is really an
investigation into how our Humanitics - our systems of cultural and aesthetic
expression - are marked by the refusal to offerus a thematics of Climate Change in
relation to contemporary meanings oflife, society and civilisation.

To account for this refusal, Ghosh takes us back te the erigins.of modern literary
fiction - and specifically, the novel. Unlike the romance traditions of yore in which
storytellers had mined the ideas of the improbable and the exceptional to delight
the senses and direct the imagination towards symbolicavenues of spirituality and
theology, modern literary fiction was ‘midwifed into existence around the world,
through the banishing of the improbable and the insertion of the everyday." Novels
began to mirror the new regularity of middle-class existence and created an
aesthetics of realism to re-orient the readers' imagination towards “a world of few
surprises, fewer adventures, and no miracles at all" Whether this judgment fairly
applies to every novel is not the question here; the value of this description lies in
making us self-reflexive about the parameters of intelligibility within which we, as
modern men and women, have soughtto understand the universe,
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In other words, ourliteratue@and otherderived sources of dramatic entertainment
became handmaidens ofindustrial’seience in the efforts to convine€us againstiears of
cataclysmic chaige, o as Stéphen Jay.Gould (quoted inutheshoak] puts it: “nothing
could change otherwise thanthe way thingswereSeen to change in the present’

in“delibeatelyS StAVIng away from scientific data and instead, by relying on an
approach that reads cultural silence symptomatically, Amitav Ghosh alerts us to the
fact that while we suffer the increasingly frequent and sudden intrusions of
devastating floods, hurricanes and earthquakes and while the global mean
temperature continues to rise at an alarming pace, we are programmed to deny
Climate Change. This is our state of perversion, our collective derangement. And it is
this denial that is reflected in the Trump Administration's enthusiastic efforts to pull
out of the Paris Agreement. Equally, it is this denial that makes us blink or gawp at
alternatives to capitalist models of developmentand resource-mobilisation.

The author's ability to arrange an astounding wealth of historical and anthropological
detail into a coherent argument and render it in beautifully readable prose is integral
to the experience of thinking through this book. Every paragraph is the carrier of a
fresh idea or insight into the world that we inhabit. Yet, one fears that the elegant style
of Ghosh's writing limits its penetration and spread. Increasingly, we have begun to
live in a world that is united only by its self-congratulatory ignorance and impatience
towards erudite perspective, The literate sections feel marginalised and irrelevant
while bullies are allowed the privilege to cast this world in their own image.
Consequently, The Great Derangement comes across as an elegiac appeal to a world
thatmay have already been done and dusted.

The conclusion, in which Ghosh offers a belief that the ancient knowledges of
preserving habitatand allowing Nature to replenish its resources may be revived at a
future time, is the weakest part of this book. This naive belief contradicts his otherwise
consistent intellectual pessimism and his open acknowledgement that modern
nations have insulated themselves against the pressures of mass secular and
democratic movements by directing their security establishments against such
movements, The time for a paradigm-shift seems to have run out. Despite the
visionary intelligence ofits author, The Great Derangementhas come to us witha shert
expiry-date, Read it before it retains nothing of value apart from being the lone
example of honest self-awareness in a time when human existence is rapidly
dissolving into bit-sized traces spread across the vast desert of virtual reality.

With Kapil use in the name of content has us yelling at the TV screen- "WOW! You're
about as smartas my goldfish”. But seeing characters on the screen mess up, reassures
us that our life choices are not that bad after all, Seeing the worst makes us appreciate
the worse.

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Curiosity Cabinets

Remember that school trip to the city museum?

The neat compartments of zoological and geological specimens, rows and rows of
artifacts and weapons - polished and removed far away from all traces of gore and violence
historically associated with them - all neatly labelled and made easily accessible, Knowledge
and information carefully catalogued and stored in pristine conditions.

Now consider a room where a conch from India, a Roman terracotta oil-lamp, an Aztec
mask, a Ming porcelain bowl, a stuffed iguana from Australia, and a host of other curios, are kept
together, viewed together, triggering curious associations in the viewers' brain. With the rise of
imperial expansion and colonialism in the sixteenth and seventeenth century, people of means
would travel to distant lands and return with artifacts and ethnographic specimens. These
would be systematically arranged in a special room in their houses, reflecting the increasing
fascination with the 'exotic’. A gentleman's Cabinet of Curiosities was what these proto museums
were called,
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Earlier cultures such as the Babylonian, the Ancient Greek and the Roman, all had
collections that almost certainly had econoemic, religious, magical, historic or aesthetic
connotations for the owners. With Renaissance (the revival of art and literature in fourteenth
century Europe) came a growing fascination among the Europeans to place mankind accurately
withinthe grand scheme of nature and the divine.

Wunderkammer or Curiosity Cabinets differed from the modern museums in some
fundamental aspects of purpose and meaning. They were private spaces, curated keeping in
mind a deeply held belief that all things were linked to one another through either visible or
invisible similarities, By detecting those associations, one could come to a better understanding J
of how the world functioned, and what humanity's place in it was. They were more interested in ‘ 3
exploring the habits of the mind that would have been employed by a visitor, than in the }[{ ;
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intrinsic value of historically 'authentic’ objects. The 'Microcosm' Cabinets tried to explore the
viewer's role in the construction of knowledge.

As Wunderkammers evolved and grew in importance, the small private Cabinets were
absorbed into larger ones and with time, they were institutionalized and turned into public
museums. Apart from reflecting the functioning of the world, these Curiosity Cabinets also
depict the human thirst for knowledge . Just like Curiosity Cabinets consisted of an assortment
of objects of different categories under a single roof, the quest for knowledge doesn't end with
specialization in a specific field, rather it extends to a far deeper wisdom, which is to be attained
by more wholesome meditation.

Every year, in the month of November, you will see a throng of people
walking from the city centre to Jantar Mantar. You will see many a 'manly-

On such Sundays, special arrangements are made for the safety of the participants. The
streets are cleared of the everyday chock-a-block traffic, and many policemen are stationed at
different spots.

In the Parade, you see men walking confidently in snazzy little dresses and bright red
stilettos, girls in rainbow stockings with a piquant spectrum of hair colours, hairy brawny
men frolicking in white tutus, a coquettish young boy in a sari boldly clinking his glass bangles
atthe onlookers, and everybody shouting in chorus the word ‘Aazadi'.

When I look at them | cannot but think back to my schooldays when even walking to the
teacher's desk across the length of the classroom was such an effort. | was haunted by the fear
of bullies in the corridor who'd strike me down the moment | dared to loosen up a bit. The
whole affair started after one of my classmates made a remark on my gait. It left a very deep
impression on me. | became so stiff in my movements as to beat the very last trace of
femininity out of me, At that time | could never imagine that something which 1 thought to be
matter of 'shame' and 'disgrace’ could become a symbol of 'pride’ and 'self-respect’ that will
be so crucial to the identities of so many people in the Parade on whom the meaning of the
expression “too gay” was happily lost.

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You have to imagine a lanky guy walking in glittering pink wedge heels, which raise
him above the crowd, flaunting his sequin Minnie Mouse dress and holding a large
balloon with the word 'Sissy' written in eye-catching letters. When I first looked at
him I was amazed at how powerful an image it was. | can't forget how words like
'pansy’, 'homo', 'faggot’, and of course 'sissy’ were such scary abuses for boys at my
school. But here was another regular boy coming out of the same schools turning
the tables with a simple balloon, It might appear to be a very ordinary thing to do,
but if you consider how so many people carry the baggage of such slurs,
humiliations, and painful memories of coming to terms with their gender and
orientation; how they do not shun it away, but take it in their stride when they
decide to walk in the Parade out in the open. It takes an immense amount of courage
to overlook the sneers and the smirks with a hope that your decision might inspire
those who are still grappling with their identities.

Another group of people who add energy to the event are the eunuchs. As a child |
was scared out of my wits whenever | saw them passionately demanding money on
the occasions of child birth or marriage. | never noticed the countless blessings they
gave or the mood of festivity they brought. I thought them mean and greedy. My
sister and I used to make up stories about how they kidnapped children to torture
them; that they had weapons hidden in their purses and wouldn't flinch before
stabbing you if you did not accept their demands. It was years later that | saw them
in a different light. They were no longer 'the others'- their stories just like anybody
else's who've had a tough life. The stigma attached to this community is so great that
the very word 'hijra’ makes people uncomfortable. You only have to read the last
sentence aloud in a public space to realize this. But when [ walked with them in my
first Delhi Pride | felt honoured to be amongst people with such extraordinary
perseverance and optimism.

Think about the girly-boy whose way of walking might have once made you laugh, or
the girl who walked like a boy, or about yourself if you have ever been
uncomfortable with your posture while walking, that you tried every way to walk
differently. A very simple action like walking can signify a lot of things, butin the end
all that matters is that you have to keep walking on.

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Louder Than War

The Swinging Sixties saw a radical shift in the mindset of the youth. Call it change, call it
4 rebellion. And a rebellion always has a focal point, an enigma around which the people rally.
gob Dylan was no less than an enigma. At the time when alternative lifestyles were adopted asa
way of achieving self transformation, a Minnesota boy came "freewheelin’ " his way from
American folk scenes to Rock n Roll concerts - “likea rolling stone”,

Dylan took to words which made the lyrics relatable for the suffering audience, adding
stories and incidents which made the song as universal as it was personal. Taking inspiration from
woody Guthrie and Elvis Presley, Dylan entered the campus folk scene when the awareness about
political and sexual freedom was on the rise. Folk music was viewed “as a way to understand or promote
the common beliefs and aspirations of entire social groups” (Dunlap), becoming an outlet for the discontentment
towards the mass culture nurtured by the previous generation. The Times They Are A-Changing highlighted the
peneration gap as the youth began to part its way from the mainstream. He addresses the "mothers and fathers”
with the words-

“and don't criticize / What you can't understand / Your sons and daughters / Are beyond your
command [ Your old road is rapidly ageing.

His music became the anthem of several political struggles. He gave a common set of words to the feelings
that otherwise were scattered all over the place in abstract form, influencing not just the American public but also
the other rising musicians of that era - such as The Beatles, Rolling Stones, Eric Clapton, Jimi Hendrix... the list goes

n. His songs, often called the “finger pointing songs”, represented the concerns of a society stuck in the dungeons
of the Vietnam War and the Civil Rights Movement. Songs like The Death of Emmett Till and The Death of Hattie
Carroll were written to call out the racism and inequality in America, questioning how they could allow such
injustice, But a mere correction of social injustice wasn't the only agenda behind such political music. Rather, it was
o awaken the conscience of his listeners and with this liberation, set free minds and revolutionize music and
nolitics together, while becoming an icon of sorts.

Dylan, however, has always been fond of turning his own iconoclasm on the idea of iconoclasm itself, his

rotests against being called a protest singer just one example of his refusal to conform to even the freshest of
stereotypes. With the assassination of President Kennedy, Dylan started withdrawing from such protests, ending
s 'political career'. Many started seeing him as a "broken-winged sparrow.” The irony is that his leaving politics
actually helped lay the foundation for the activists- mostly college students, who fought against the oppressive

iainstream.

In Dylan's work, the words and the music cannot be separated. Take any Dylan line. Whether it is "Where
preachers preach of evil fates/ Teachers teach that knowledge waits/ Can lead to hundred-dollar plates / Goodness
hides behind its gates/ But even the President of the United States/ Sometimes must have to stand naked”, from /t's
Alright, Ma (I'm Only Bleeding), or the eternal "Ain't it just like the night to play tricks when you're trying to be so
juiet?” -when you say them to yourself, as we all do in times of need, you'll hear his voice, his sound, his music. Mine
happens to be a simple line from the 11-minute epic, Brownsville Girl - "Strange haw people who suffer together
live stronger connections than people who are maost content” This is not “literary”, or poetic by his former
standards, but phrased so perfectly in a single breath that the meaning is rendered starkly, with profound
resonance. That's what he does. He makes sure you can't reduce his songs to their verbal content, whether he's

hoosing to go incomprehensible or comical. A prodigy of this bracket deserves no less than a Nobel and the fact
that he won it - yet another scandalous international incident to add to his resume - is something to celebrate. But
the unorthodox selection of Dylan for the Nobel Prize for Literature was bound to cause some controversy.

Although there had been a quiet groundswell for Dylan - as - Nobelist over the years, many within the
literary community squirmed, calling it an “ill-conceived nostalgia award" or “Song lyrics aren't really literature!”
Put the bulk of the public was thrilled at the choice - either in admiration for Dylan's work or because the
committee had shown the willingness to buck tradition and test institutional bias. There are these arguments and
then there are people like me who believe that he deserves the creation of a special Nobel, simply for being Bob
Dylan,

So you decided to read the piece on Black Holes? Awesome! Well, don't stop now or
worse, somewhere in the middle,

How does anyone even begin to comprehend Black Holes? To start with, imagine
the mighty Himalayas shrunken down to fitinto your pencil box! Now let's take that box of
yvours and shrink it to a size thousands of times smaller than the size of a grain of sand. You
might think that something like this can never actually happen, but such events are
actually possible, notina DC alternate universe, but in the universe you and  are a part of.
Not only possible, such shrinking events are happening this very moment somewhere out
there in the vastness of space. And the sites of these events are called 'Black Holes', Of
course you have heard of gravity, the force that keeps us from fulfilling our dream of flying,
and how it increases when a body (like earth) becomes more massive and also when you
go nearer to it, Black Holes are so dense and so heavy that near it, even light, the fastest
thing in the universe can't escape (this, you must have heard a million times - and |
wouldn't have included it had it not been a fundamental fact of Black Holes). But you
needn’t worry about being sucked into a Black Hole- they are just too far away.

Now how does one even know that a thing like Black Hole exists, if it's so far off and
Black? Let's find out, shall we? There are many ways of detecting a Black Hole. Just be
ready to exercise your imagination. Okay... Imagine a body revolving round the Earth, let's
say, the Moon. Now suppose the earth is a black ball, and you are observing it from very
faraway. You can't see the earth since itis black. But you can see the bright moon revolving
as il something was at centre of it's orbit, and you'll deduce (like Sherlock) that there is
something at the centre, something dark, but something massive enough to make a body
like the moon revolve around it. This reasoning is one of the ways that helped us find Black
Holes in space. There's another way of finding a Black Hole, Visualize a Black Hole and a
star near each other. Due to gravitational force between the two, they will revolve around
one another. As we have come to know by now, the gravity of the Black Hole is
unimaginably high, and so it pulls
the star towards its centre. The star
is a massive body itself, and so the
Black Hole can't pull in the entire
star. However, it starts sucking in
bits of the star from its outer
ce. All of this, we can detect by
the powerful telescopes we have on
earth and inspace,
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Black Holes are actually dead stars, The life of a star is determined by its "fuel’ that keeps
it burning. There is a huge tug of war going on between the massive gravitational force of the
star that tries to pull in its own entire mass towards its centre, and the fusion reaction (the fire
burning in the stars) which tries to challenge the gravity of the star and keep it from getting
compressed by its own gravity,. Now when the fuel in the star runs out, the force opposing
gravity disappears and it literally starts to collapse under its own weight. As a result it becomes
denser and smaller and it may form a Black Hole (all stars can't form Black Holes when they
die). For a star to become a Black Hole it must have a mass 1.4 times or more the mass of sun. So
don't worry, our sun is never becoming a Black Hole. I've been telling you that Black Holes are
tiny. But how tiny? Well, the size of the Black Hole depends on its mass. Now, to give you an idea
of how small a Black Hole becomes when it is formed. [Quick fact: Our sun is huge enough to fit
1.3 million earths inside it]. /fthe sun turns into a Black Hole( I promise you, itwon't), it'll shrink
so much thatit'll occupy aspherical space whose radius is roughly 3 kms,

What's so special about Black Holes anyway? To start with, our Milkyway galaxy exists
because it has a super massive Black Hole named Sagittarius at its centre, Hard as it is to believe,
this Black Hole at the centre of our galaxy keeps it in order, thus, keeping us alive. The search for
the point of origin of the universe depends greatly on the study of Black Holes as they highly
resemble the conditions at the time of the Big Bang (you must have heard about it, the big
explosion that shaped the universe).

One of the things that make it even more fascinating and weird is that Black Holes aren’t
totally black. Due to a phenomenon that occurs at the boundary of the Black Holes, they actually
glow. They are so exciting that you'll find references to them everywhere- movies, books, music
- you name it. Films like Event Horizon, Star Trek (2009) and the more recent Interstellar have
used Black Holes in a massive way. Actually, go watch Interstellar if you haven't already. Its
depiction of Black Holes is one of the best in popular culture. Think of the slowing down of time
near the Black Hole in Interstellar and just give a thought to how freakishly amazing our
universe is.

It's quite humbling, really.
