Guru Arjan Dev, the first martyr of the Sikh faith and the Fifth Sikh Guru of the ten Sikh Gurus, was born on April 15,
1563 at Goindwal to Guru Ramdas and Mata Bhani. Guru Arjan was a perfect blend of devotion and sacrifice. He spent
eleven years of his early life under the benign grace and tender care of his maternal grandfather, Guru Amardas at Goindwal.
It was here that he developed great understanding and love for Gurbani. Guru Amardas, talking about the young child,
Arjan said- “EfI3T BE T FI37", signifying “he would be a carrier of Gurbani.”

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After alot of chaos, Delhi University finally implemented the Choice Based Credit System;
a system that provides students a choice to choose from the prescribed courses, referred to as
core and elective. Aimed at redefining the curriculum in order to keep pace with the
liberalization and globalization in the education system, we have reached at the end of a
semester with this new system. Let's have a look at the experience of some students:

Samiksha: BA (H) English I Year

One of the biggest problems of the CBCS system is that students are not allowed to choose
which paper they want to study in the elective subject in spite of the many paper options.
Hence, the central concept of 'choice' in the system becomes meaningless.

Deepansh Duggal: BA (H) English I Year

Ifa student scoring marks between the brackets 50-65 is awarded 7 credit points, a student
scoring 51 and 64 is given the same credit point. Clearly, the student scoring 64 isata
disadvantage. Every mark should be given importance to make the evaluation fair for all the
candidates.

Harshish Kaur: BA (H) Economics I Year i

Although CBCS scheme provides us with an opportunity to study various subjects other
than our main course, it has failed to be useful in any way to us. As a honors degree student I
think that the focus should be on core subjects and we should be given more opportunities

in our field. Also, the result pattern is inconclusive. The grading system has left students
dissatisfied.

Konpal Raheja: B.Sc.(H) Chemistry
CBCS is not an appropriate system for the students of Delhi University. This system has
resulted in dilution of honors course. Practicals are of foremost importance to science

students but, as a matter of fact its value has been reduced with the implementation of
CBCS.

Well, it
got viral and led to many problematic discussions around
feminism and what it stands for.

I remember that poetry had many uses. The Irish-
American fathers in school would use poetry to
illuminate Life, teach complex mathematical theorems
and also drill the Periodic Table into our heads with its
help. But since nobody has any time anymore, these
homoeopathic modes of teaching-learning have been
abandoned. "

Last week, a student asked me: “What is poetic truth?” She
meant to ask, how do we distinguish between general
cruths and poetic ones? In reply, I recited a short poem
written by the dead poet Yeats. Drawing out a reasonably
intelligent import, she said, “ab! So it’s a truth I can feel
but not see!” Not quite, for that may be said about
everything sensible and insensible that still passes through
our minds between the poles of high-decibel
enterrainment and low-1Q patriotism. We are so much at
ease with our overfed feelings that we often ignore facts,
The media and advertising industries offer us a rich
merchandise of images and emotions that we dare not
neglect. So, I hesitated to answer. My student seemed
restless and impatient for an answer that had got stuck in
my throat. For I was wondering how to demonstrate a
poetic truth to her when I'd simply forgotten how to get
to it myself.

Long after the student had given up on my meandering
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attempt to explain, and had promptly come up with a
slapdash excuse to run off to her friends waiting by, I was
trying to recover from the excruciating embarrassment. I
swore to myself that I'd try and write a poem the moment
I'd get back home from college. Possibly, that would be
the only way of rediscovering my old love for poetic
truths. Hours later, while I stared long and hard at a
forgotten photograph, the lines from Yeats' poem came
back to me.

These lines were neither the intellectual puzzles we taught
in class nor merely about a truth that we feel yet don't see.
They created an experience for me which was way beyond
“love false or true”. An experience wherein all senses act
together through Synaesthesia: we sce, hear, smell and feel
simultaneously the pathos of waiting for time to pass and
tell us that we have loved.

Poetry is an experience of Time. A unique experience
which is not available to the exclusive reception of the
intellect or emotion but shapes both togethet. If there
were no poetry, then there would be no final balance sheet
to account for what we are. Language, the language of
prose, would keep confining us in the many discreet and
divided roles we play through each day of our lives.
Nothing would add up and no singularity would
permeate our experience of things. We would be
weightlessly floating through routine.

Poetry, even if ] fail to write it, is an experience of Gravity.
Not the usual apple falling on our heads, but that
experience of being rooted in a unified thing we call Life.
But things have come to such a pass that we are called
upon to defy Gravity everyday. There is nothing to hold
on to. The sense of Time yields nothing more than the
awareness of a race against it, to fulfil those endless chores
that tick away like seconds, minutes or hours. Till we
sleep. And in our sleep, Time releases our buried poems.
But we call them dreams.
